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INTRODUCTION 

This clinician's manual for the treatment of the aphasic adult 
contains a selection of treatment tasks for the two primary 
communicative modalities-auditory processing and verbal expres­
sion. The manual is divided into two major sections (auditory and 
verbal) with each section containing activities presented in a task 
hierarchy. 

The manual was developed primarily for clinicians' use. It is both 
extensive and comprehensive in that stimulus material for all levels 
of aphasic involvement (from marked to mild) is contained within 
each task hierarchy. It is portable and efficient; a score sheet and all 
necessary materials are contained within the manual. 

Although this manual is written with the aphasic adult in mind, 
selected tasks are also appropriate for apractic and dysarthric 
patients and those who are cognitively impaired. Suggestions for 
specific application are included in each section.

INTRODUCTION 

This section of the manual is focused on drills designed to 
strengthen the auditory processing modality. The treatment tasks 
developed and selected for this section include: 

l. Tasks requiring single unit processing. 
a. Identification of objects named 
b. Answering yes-no questions 

2. Tasks requiring two unit processing. 
a. Identification of objects named 
b. Identification of objects described 
c. Following two unit commands 
d. Answering yes-no questions 

3. Tasks requiring three unit processing. 
a. Identification of objects named 
b. Following three unit commands 
c. Answering yes-no questions 

4. Tasks requiring multiple unit processing. 
a. Answering yes-no questions containing comparatives, temporal 

relations, spatial relations, and if-then situations 
b. Following multiple unit commands 

5. Paragraph comprehension. 

These treatment tasks were selected to strengthen auditory 
processing deficits of retention, sequencing, slow rise time, 
intermittent auditory imperception, reduced information capacity, 
noise buildup, and shifting ability. The treatment tasks are 
presented in a task hierarchy, first introducing single units of 
information and progressing to multiple units of information, thus 
strengthening the aphasic adults' potential capacity for processing 
auditory information. 

The following variables were considered when establishing this 
task hierarchy: 

1. Length of Stimuli. The number of words in the stimuli, including 
small functor words as well as the number of substantive units 
contained in the stimuli, were considered in the stimuli development 
and placement in the hierarchy. 

2. Semantic complexity of stimuli. A stimuli's use in the English 
language was considered an important factor. High frequency words 
are known to be easier to process than low frequency words. 

3. Syntactic complexity of stimuli. Treatment tasks were developed and 
selected with syntactic structures in mind. Such structures include

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grammatic contrasts e.g. prepositions "on" vs. "under"; morphemic 
contrasts, e.g. plurality; word order and properties of words in 
sentences, e.g. subject vs. object. Additional syntactic structures 
included in higher level tasks are those which require high level 
auditory sequencing and retention abilities, e.g. comparatives, before 
and after constru!=!ts, if-then commands, and questions. 

4. Presence or absence of visual cues. Auditory stimuli accompanied by 
visual cues are easier to process than auditory stimuli presented 
without visual cues. 

5. Redundancy of material. The type and amount of additional auditory 
cues necessary for eliciting a response. 

6. Relationships between substantive words used in the stimulus. When 
the substantive words within a stimulus are related, the stimuli will be 
more easily processed than when they are unrelated, e.g. "Do you get 
milk from a cow?" will be an easier task than "Point to cow and 
spoon" because the two substantive units in the first example are 
related and therefore more easily processed. 

7. Rise time. The patient whose processing system is characterized by 
slow rise time tends to miss the initial portions of incoming auditory 
messages because his/her processing system takes a greater amount of 
time to shift from a passive nonprocessing state to an active processing 
state. Therefore, development and selection of treatment tasks were 
selected with this factor in mind. 

It is suggested that the clinician also consider what he/she can do 
to control the task hierarchy. The variables that are clinician 
controlled include the following: 

1. Speed of delivery. This variable affects the rise time, shifting abilities, 
retention, and noise buildup. 

2. Stress produced on substantive words. This provides for cueing for a 
response through intonation and stress. 

3. Repetition of stimulus. 
4. Clinician introduction of additional auditory and/or visual cues. 

The auditory task hierarchy is theoretical and should not be 
implemented as an absolute sequence of progression for all patients. 
It is suggested that the clinician proceed in a task hierarchy, 
however, selecting those treatment tasks which are most 
appropriate for each individual patient. For example, some 
patients who experience more difficulty with auditory processing 
than with verbal expression may find that pointing to two objects 
named will be an easier task than answering a two unit yes-no 
question and vice versa. Another patient may respond better to 
tasks with visual cues, though the stimulus contains two unrelated 
words while another may respond best to the yes-no questions 
because of contextual cues. 
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It should be noted that some tasks in this section are particularily 
applicable to the cognitively impaired patient. All of the higher 
level auditory tasks are beneficial due to the frequent problems in 
auditory sequencing and retention abilities in this population. The 
temporal relations and spatial relation ta$ks, however, we have 
found to be particularily useful therapy material.

INTRODUCTION 

This section of the manual focuses treatment activities designed 
to improve skills of verbal expression. The treatment tasks 
designed and developed for this section include the following:

stimuli or a scrambled set of words. 
c. Sentence formulation given introductory sentence or question. 

4. Tasks Requiring Complex Verbal Responses. 
a. Object description 
b. Definition of words 
c. Interpretation of expressions 
d. Description of likenesses and differences 
e. Multiple phrase and sentence formulation 

5. Tasks Requiring Paragraph Formulation. 

The treatment tasks were selected and developed to improve 
verbal expressive skills of word recall, verbal sequencing, grammar, 
syntax, morphology, semantics, sentence formulation, and 
expression of abstract reasoning. The treatment activities are 
presented in a task hierarchy introducing those tasks requiring 
single unit responses and progressing to those tasks requiring 
complex verbal responses. 

The variables that were considered in establishing the task 
hierarchy included the following: 

I. Length of response. Two factors were considered. First, the total 
number of words required in the response, including small functor 
words. Second, the number of substantive units in the response. 

2. Automaticity of response. Facilitating stimuli that trigger verbal 
responses were placed earlier in the task hierarchy. "Aphasic patients, 
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while unable to produce a given language response when they intend 
to do so, can sometimes produce it automatically in response to 
facilitating stimuli; that is, stimuli that triggers deeply rooted verbal 
habits. "1 

3. Syllabic and phonemic complexity. The primary factor considered 
was the articulatory ease of the response, e.g. monosyllabic utterances 
vs. bisyllabic utterances vs. multisyllabic utterances. 

4. Presence or absence of visual cues. Stimulus material accompanied by 
visual cues elicits responses more easily than stimuli presented without 
visual cues. 

5. Presence or absence of auditory cues. The presence or absence of 
contextual cues contained within a stimulus, e.g. sentence completion 
or questions with related words involved. 

6. Availability of a response. A response's use in the English language 
was also considered carefully. High frequency words are elicited 
before low frequency words in the task hierarchy. 

7. Syntactic complexity of response. High level stimulus material was 
developed to elicit responses with increasingly complex word order, 
use of additional parts of speech, e.g. prepositions, adjectives, 
adverbs, etc., and morphological components. 

8. Complexity of abstract concepts. Some treatment stimulus material 
was selected to elicit the recall of infrequently used words, more 
complex constructions, and the expression of ideas. 

It is suggested that the clinician also consider what he/she can do 
to control the task hierarchy. The clinician controlled variables 
include the following: 

1. Presence or Absence of Auditory Cues. The clinician can repeat the 
stimulus, give additional information leading to the appropriate 
response, or provide phonemic cues. 

2. Presence or Absence of Visual Cues. The clinician can use gestural 
cues or phonemic placement to elicit the appropriate response. 

The verbal task hierarchy is theoretical and should not be 
implemented as an absolute progressive sequence of treatment for 
all patients. The clinician should develop a treatment protocol that 
progresses hierarchically, selecting those treatment tasks which are 
most appropriate for each individual patient. For example, a 
patient with "fluent" aphasia would probably find sentence 
completion tasks more difficult than responding to a question in 
which the response is contained within the stimulus. 

It should be noted that many of the verbal tasks are applicable to 
the dysarthric and verbally apractic population and to cognitively 
impaired patients. 

This section's major application to the dysarthric population lies

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in the "length of response" variable mentioned previously. 
Traditionally, a clinician teaches specific techniques to improve 
intelligibility (reduction of speaking rate, improved consonant 
precision, etc.). The patient begins by establishing success at the 
one syllable or word level and progresses to a multiple syllable or 
word level. Since length of response is the most carefully controlled 
variable in the verbal section, clinicians can use this section (Chaps. 
1, 2, 3, and 5) to provide a stimulus task hierarchy for their 
dysarthric patients. 

Application to the apraxic adult's rehabilitation is also possible 
because of the hierarchy's control for automaticity of response, 
length of response, and frequency of word use, which are major 
variables affecting the success of the apractic adult's verbal 
responses. The clinician may begin with highly facilitating tasks 
and progress to tasks that require less facilitation. 

A large portion of Chapter 5 will be helpful material for the 
clinician working with cognitively impaired trauma patients, since 
it emphasizes expression of abstract concepts and encourages 
"thinking skills." The tasks in other chapters requmng 
categorization skills and responses to spatial and temporal questions 
are also applicable to this patient population.
