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I. Objective of the course 
This course is closely linked to project design and management: which focuses on understanding concepts, principles and procedures in program development and evaluation. This module attempts to further students’ understanding of these concepts through practical exercises. Through this course students will develop necessary skills that help them to develop, monitor, and evaluate programs/projects. They also garner skills that enable them to participate in the designing and evaluation of development programs/projects.

II. Mode of Delivery and Study Hour 
The mode of delivery for this course comprises three essential methods: namely, interactive teaching, independent learning, and collaborative learning. Of this time, 20 hours is allocated for lectures, 29 hours for assignments, 15 hours for presentation, 10 hours for tutorials and problem solving sessions, 16 hours for assessment and 45 hours for independent study.
III. Learning Outcomes 
Upon completion of this module students will: 

· Carry out social policy analysis independently. 
· Understanding community participation in development project.
· Comprehend project cycle management (PCM) in the context of community development.
· Able to assess communities need, design proper project, implement, monitor and evaluate the project 

· Be able to appraise/evaluate development project in general and social development projects in particular 
IV. Course Contents 

There will be no formal lecture class for this course but students are expected to review the following key sections to carry out their assignments. 
SECTION I: Understanding community participation in development project: Definition and meaning of community participation; community participation and development; elements of effective community participation; strategies to promote effective community participation; and stakeholder identification and analysis.
SECTION II: Project Cycle Management (PCM): The meaning of project cycle management; projects and programs; projects and plans; and the project cycle
SECTION III: Designing Development Projects: Development project defined; Steps in designing development project: baseline survey, background of the project area, identifying the target groups (project beneficiaries), need statement, project objectives, project outputs, project activities, project inputs, monitoring and evaluation plan, assumptions and risks, sustainability and phase out strategy, the logframe matrix, action plan/operation plan, and budget breakdown.

SECTION IV: Project Monitoring and Evaluation: Monitoring defined; evaluation defined; components of evaluation; types of evaluation; and core principles of monitoring and evaluation
V. Mode of Assessment 
· Project designing: Students form a group comprising four members and design a fulfilled development project. In this respect every aspects of the project should be worked out clearly. As a means of identifying needs of the public/community, students should rely on primary sources of data supplementing with secondary data. This will carry 35% of the total mark. Note: active participation of all group members is mandatory and a method of evaluation that discovers the active participation of each student will be put in place.
· Paper presentation: Students will present their project in classroom and entertain questions about their work. This will carry about 15% of the whole mark. Still differential marking system will be put in place depends on the level of participation of each group members rather than communal marking to all. 
· Class attendance and participation: Class attendance is mandatory and, thus, students should not miss class unless there is justifiable situation or serious health problem. As it is stated above the course adopted an interactive teaching method that requires students with active class participation. That will account for 10% of the total grade. 
· Final exam: A comprehensive question covering all the themes discussed in the course will be set in order to evaluate the overall understanding of the student in this respect. This will make-up 40% of the total point. 
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
